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 ROOTS OF EMPATHY 
Child safety is an important consideration for all parents.  This month the grade 4 students have 
learned about child safety.  Some of the topics have included Fetal Alcohol Syndrome Disorder and 

Second Hand Smoke.  The students also reviewed the safety labeling on household cleaning prod-

ucts and chemicals.      
 

Fetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorder (FASD) is an umbrella term used to describe the range of disabili-

ties and diagnoses that result from drinking alcohol during pregnancy. The impact and effects of 

FASD vary. Specific birth defects and the degree of the disability can depend on how much alcohol was drunk, how 
often and when during the pregnancy; they can also depend on the state of health of the pregnant woman. The 

most important message that the students learned is that - No amount or type of alcohol during pregnancy is 
considered safe!  
  

Second Hand Smoke is harmful to everyone, especially children in the homes and cars of smokers.  Only 15 percent 

of cigarette smoke is inhaled by the smoker, while the remaining 85 percent -- known as second hand smoke -- goes 
directly into the air. Second hand smoke has been found to contain more than 4,000 chemicals, at least 40 of which 

are carcinogenic. There is no safe level of exposure. All-day exposure to secondhand tobacco smoke is comparable 

to smoking two to three cigarettes per day.  
 

There are many products in our homes that are harmful.  It is recommended that these products be stored in a safe 

manner, away from little hands.  Parents may also teach their children about the signs that product manufacturers 

use to identify these potentially harmful products.  Through the ROE sessions this past month we have had a great 
opportunity to discuss these hazards.   

 
Our next unit theme is on communication.  The students will learn about language development, how babies com-

municate and how babies begin to learn.  It should be great!!
