Dear Friends in Christ, 
As we come to November we cele-

brate two major events:  The Solem-

nity of All Saints and the Commemo-
ration of all the Faithful Departed.  

These are precious celebrations be-
cause they remind us of what we can become as fol-

lowers of Jesus:  saints, those who live in union with 

the Risen Lord; and yet, at the same time, those who 
are still on the way to full union - but are not quite óall 

the way thereô.  This is also a great month to remind 
ourselves of the immense love God has for each and 

every one of us.  In Johnôs Gospel, we read: ñéGod so 
loved the world that He gave His only Son, so that eve-

ryone who believes in Him might not perish but might 

have everlasting life.ò (John 3:16) 
 

God made the world and everything in it , including us, 

good!  No exceptions!  However, because He wanted to 

share His love with a people who could and would 
freely love Him in return, God created us free to say 

ñyesò or ñnoò to that love.  That is the only way it could 
be.  Unfortunately, humans chose to say ónoô ï and we 

still sometimes do.  That brought sin, death, division 

into the world.  Yet God did not abandon us nor give up 
on us.  He sent Jesus, His own Son ï the fullness of the 

Fatherôs love ï to show us the way back to Him when 
and if we say ónoô.  Then, the gift of the Holy Spirit was 

sent when Jesus finished His earthly ministry to live 

within us so that we would want to say óyesô to God.  
That Spirit lives within you and me, enabling us to 

choose God and to love Him.  That to me is so over-
whelming!   
 

As a result, we stop this month to thank God for all 

those whose lives reflected that love for God and are 
such wonderful witnesses for us of the work of the Holy 

Spirit ï and shows us we can do it, too!  ñYes, we can!ò  
At the same time, it reminds us that even when we fail 

in our love, God does not give up on us but prepares us 

to enter His kingdom of love and light.  And soé we are 
the communion of saints ï those who have arrived, 

those who await and those on their way to the Kingdom 
of God.  As the second reading for All Saints reminds 

us:  ñSee what love the Father has given us, that we 

should be called children of God, and that is what we 
are.ò  (1 John 3:1)  Blessed be our God!
