Dear Parishioners, Families
and Friends of SJB Schoo
and Community,

As | write this today we are
in the first week of Lent
with the great thrill of the Vancouver Olympics moving
towards its conclusion. Before we know it, Easter will
be upon us. | hope you are having a very good Lent,
growing closer to our Lord Jesus and ready to celebrate
the greatest of our Christian feasts: the Resurrection of
Jesus. As we look towards the Easter event and sea-
son, | thought you might find it interesting to know
something of the background of Easter.

The date of Easter causes questions every year about
why it isndt the same Sun
early in our history a controversy grew up about when
it should be celebrated. There were those who felt it
should correspond to the
cal Passover: the 14th of Nisan (first day of the full
moon that followed the spring equinox). The problem
is that could be any day of the week but not always a
Sunday. Then there were those who felt it must be a
Sunday since Jesus rose from the dead on a Sunday. It
wasnot till the Council d
was decidedd and the decision was that it be celebrated
on the Sunday following the first full moon after the
spring equinox. In 1977 Pope Paul VI tried to get all
Christians to accept the 2nd Sunday in April to give
some regularity to the timing. Needless to say, he did-
ndét get the agreement and
early as March 22 to as late as April 25.

Another interesting part of our history is that Easter
was really what we know today as the Easter Vigil,
which occurs on the Saturday evening during the night
hours preceding dawn on Sunday. For hundreds of
years, this was lost to some extent and Easter was Sun-
day morning. Until 1955, Catholics celebrated the Vigil
Saturday morning because Mass had to be from dawn
to noond no afternoon or evening celebrations! Today,
the Easter Vigil has regained its rightful place as the
most important Christian celebration of the year and as
the primary celebration of Easter. It has four clearly
defined parts: the service of light, the liturgy of the

Word, the celebration of the sacraments of initiation,

baptism, confirmation and the Eucharist. This celebra-
tion is the night of all nights and the primary celebra-

tion of the Resurrection of Jesusi or Easter.

The most important part of the Easter event is our own

deep faith and love for Jesus Christ whose love made
Him give Himself for us so that we may have everlast-
ing life!

February has been the most excit-
ing month yet in the Library, with

the launch of / Love fo Read
Month. On February 9" we held
the / Love to Read Assembly
where various community leaders and sports figures
were invited to read a story to each class. We were
honoured to have the Honourable Greg Selinger, Pre-
mier of Manitoba; Mr. John Orlikow, representing the
City of Winnipeg; The Honourable Jon Gerrard, MLA for
River Heights; Mr. Jonathon Green, representing the
Winnipeg Goldeyes; and Geoff Waugh and Tommy Max-
well, players from the Manitoba Moose visit our school
as Guest Readers.

In the spirit of the Vancouver 2010 Olympics, we de-
cided to challenge the students to the / Love fo Read
Olympics. This competition challenged us to see which
class could read the most during the month of Febru-
ary. There were three divisions: Kindergartens and
Grade 1 classes competed to see how many books their
class could read; The Grade 25's; and the Grade 6-8's
competed to see how many pages they could read. Mr.
McKinnon and the Grade 7 students kept track of
the results and have created a progress chart that
tracked our progress. We
called Drop Everything and Read This means that
every student and staff member had to be ready to
drop whatever they were doing at a moment's notice,
pull out some reading material, and read for 15 min-
utes.

We also had Guest Readers coming into the Library to
read to classes during their normal library class. On
February 19" Mrs. Lucille Mahon (SJB mother and
grandmother) came to read to the Grade 1 classes, On
February 23° Robert Praznik (Director of Catholic Edu-
cation for the Archdiocese of Winnipeg) read to the
Grade 8 class, and on February 268" Margaret Kindgon
(Spiritual Director of St. John Brebeuf Parish) read to
the Grade 3 class.

During February, the Library has been accepting dona-
tions of gently used books to the Laura White Commit-
tee whose goal it is to financially aid underprivileged
schools in our area.

In March, we are looking forward to our visit from Eric
Wilson, a nationally renowned children's author. He will
be presenting to the Grades 5-8 on March 11™ at 9:00
am in the Parish Hall.
